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so what will we be
proposing?

We have an eighteen acre site right next to
West Ham tube station. It’s a great location to
which people can easily travel on public
transport. We are keen to ensure that we use
the site properly to its full potential, to provide
facilities for all Muslims as well as our
neighbours and local people of different or no
religion throughout the local area.

That's why we've hired leading architects, Allies
and Morrison, who have designed buildings such
as the Royal Observatory in Greenwich, the Royal
Festival Hall on the South Bank, and the Abbey
Mills Pumping Station.

1

The Mosque will have a maximum capacity of
12,000. Currently, the Mosque hosts a weekly
congregation on Thursday of approximately 3500
people and smaller congregations during the rest
of the week. These congregations have been
happening for over a decade without causing
significant disturbance to the local residents.

2

We are planning to provide an integral visitor and
conference centre. We are confident that this will
be a great facility, available for local pecople, as
well as being an integral part of the Mosque.

A new entrance to West Ham tube station will be
built across our site. This will provide a very useful
entrance, particularly as it will offer a great new
route into the Olympic venue.

4

We propose a school as part of the development.
Early plans suggest we can put a residential
school on the site for 500 people, including
outdoor playing fields. This school aims to teach
students to be responsible, moral, adults to live
professional lives and integrate with British
society.

5

The site, as many residents will know, has been
contaminated over many years by heavy industrial
use. A major benefit of the scheme will be the
decontamination of the site.

We also aim to retain some of the natural habitat
and landscaping to ensure the area retains its
natural beauty.

The community around our Mosque will be a
major focus for our ongoing work. From our initial
research, we understand that most local people
are happy with their current neighbours in the
temporary Mosque and respect the desire to build
a more lasting structure. It's very important that
we are outward looking in our development and
that at least part of our development can be open
to all people, irrespective of faith or no faith.

Public transport will be one of the major issues
that we will be considering when looking at how
we develop our site. That's why we are employing
specialist transport consultants to look at this
aspect. We have West Ham station next door and
we are thrilled that part of our site is being used
to provide a new entrance to this excellent
station. The benefit of the upgraded station will
have a significant and lasting impact on the
mosgue and its visitors.

As part of the development, the decontamination
of the site from its previous use as an industrial
site will be a major benefit. We've taken
precautionary measures in the meantime - that's
why the site has to be restricted to public access
at the moment. In the future, we hope the
environmental improvements will enable the area
to be opened up, with excellent landscaping and
a garden area.
